The Cub Scout Academics and Sports

subjects ranging from Art to Volleyball. 
Each program begins with a fun Belt Loop 
award as an introduction and has an 
optional Pin award for more practice or 
learning.

Pins 

Belt loops are awarded to boys who complete the three belt 
loop requirements in an academic subject or sport. 
Participation can take place individually or with the family, 
in the den or pack, or in the school or community. 
Academics belt loops are gold, and Sports belt loops are 
silver, with the exception of Archery and BB Shooting, 
which are copper colored.

Webelos Scouts who have chosen to wear 
the khaki uniform may still wear the blue Cub Scout belt so 
as to display the belt loops they have earned.

Tiger Cubs, Cub Scouts, and Webelos Scouts may choose 
to continue their involvement in an Academics or Sports 
area and earn the pin. Pins may be worn on the Cub Scout 
Academics and Sports letter.

   On the advancement trail, a Cub Scout progresses 
from rank to rank, learning new skills as he goes. 
Each of the ranks and awards in Cub Scouting has its 
own requirements. As you advance through the ranks, 
the requirements get more challenging, to match the 
new skills and abilities you learn as you get older.
